In the May 14 city election, voters will be asked if they are for or against forming a Farmers Branch Independent School District.  Since facts supporting creation of the new district have been in short supply, Branch Forum asked CFBISD officials what was needed to have a school district with a comparable program. 
Branch Forum believes the proponents of starting a Farmers Branch ISD should be able to answer the questions raised in CDFBISD’s response and give us an estimate of the costs involved.  Because Farmers Branch ISD would have few students and a large tax base, under Robin Hood funding formula, we will probably have to send a portion of our revenue to the state for redistribution.  To make an informed decision on the May referendum we ought to know the amount of revenue the district will have left and if it will be enough to fund a program comparable or better than the one our children have now.
